OYSTERS, SCALLOPS, AND CLAMS. OH MY!

BE A SPATSTER
Have you ever wanted to raise your own shellfish?Now’s your chance. The
Southold Project in Aquaculture Training (SPAT) is one of the only projects in
the country to involve citizens in restoring wild shellfish populations. And you
get to keep half the shellfish you raise. You don’t even need waterfront proper-
ty. (Contact 852-8660 or www.spatcornell.org/index.shtml.)

GET YOUR CLAM RAKE READY
On the East End, all you need to go clamming or oystering is a tide chart and
a good rake. And, of course, you need a shellfishing license. 

To get one, you generally need a driver’s license or other proof of local resi-
dence. Weekenders, summer folk and other non-residents can often obtain a
permit too if they can show proof of residence for more than seven days, in the
case of Southold, or 30 days in the case of Shelter Island. You don't want to get
caught clamming or oystering without a permit. The fine may not be as bad as
being forced to dump several hours of work back into the bay. So check with
the clerk's office for details.
